Three
years ago, he read Till Death
Do Us Part?He had married a
divorcee and they had one
child. Realizing he was in
adultery, he divorced this lady
and has continued to follow
the Lord, while helping to care
for their son. He told me for
the last three years, every time
he and his son got into his
vehicle, his son would say,
“Turn on Pastor Webb daddy.”
For the past three years, he and
his son had been listening to
teaching CD’s offered by the
ministry. The father said he
wanted his son to meet and
know who Pastor Webb was.
This six year old sat for over
six hours of teaching like a
young man, because he had
become accustomed to
listening to my teaching. What
a blessing it was to meet this
dear brother and his son.

We
have been reviewing her story and
updating you. This is part three of a
three part series.

Living in Egypt
By Ruth L.

As scheduled, | left my
home town on Sunday,
October 2% and arrived at my
friend’s home in Florida
around 5:00 p.m. on Monday.
Driving to Florida was
enjoyable, except driving
through Atlanta, Georgia was a
bit of a challenge. | was so
excited to be there that | felt
like | was floating as | walked
around. | way praising and
thanking the Lord for this

wonderful vacation | was
going to have. They had a
lovely doublewide mobile

home that was located in a
beautiful security gated golf
course community. After
settling in, learning how to get
around the area, and just
relaxing for a couple of days, |
decided that | had better call
my friend and let her know
that 1 was in Florida. On
Thursday, | called her and told
her that | would be staying
with  my  friends until

December 18 and then I'd be

driving down to her place.
Then she said, “Oh, you can't
come here. My son, the

pastor, likes to come to my
place to study and pray
because he is too distracted at
home by his two small
children, and sometimes he
likes to stay overnight.” | was
absolutely stunned when she
said this to me. | felt like she
had just punched me in the
stomach. She knew | was
coming to Florida and never
mentioned this to me.

When | was in Florida in
the winter of 2002, | had met a
man who had a mentally
handicapped daughter and we
had become friends. | had
talked to him several times
since | had left Florida and he
knew about my plans to come
down for the winter. | told the
friend that | was supposed to
be staying with that | thought |
would contact him, and maybe
| could stay with them until the
Lord opened up an assignment
for me. On Saturday, |
received a call from him. My
lady friend had told him that |
was going to call him. He
said, “Ruth, | have something
to tell you and you're not
going to like it. | have sold my
home and | am moving back to
New York.” | was so upset by
this news that | started to cry.
| asked him why he didn't tell
me this before | came to
Florida. Here | was sitting in a
strange town and the door had
just closed twice on my plans
to go back down to the East
Coast of Florida for the winter.

When we hung up, | just
started crying out to the Lord.
“What am | doing here in
Florda and where am |
supposed to go when | have to
leave here on December ™15
Why didn’t they tell me about
these things before | left



lllinois and came here?” |
heard the Lord very quietly tell
me that if they had told me
these things | wouldn't have
come to Florida. This was
very true. | wouldn’'t have
come, but now that I'm here,
I’'m wondering why am | here.
This was the beginning of “A
NEW ADVENTURE.”

| wanted to go to church
the next day, so | looked in the
yellow pages for the church
listings. There were many
churches listed. There was
even one in the city | was
staying in but | felt prompted
to go to one in a neighboring
city. When | arrived there
Sunday morning, this lady
walked up to me and
introduced herself. She was
the minister for senior citizens.
We got talking and she asked
me where | was from and how
long | was going to be in the
area? | told her that | was
from Illinois but | didn’'t know
how long | would be in the
area. | filled out a visitor card
and requested that someone
call me. On Tuesday, this lady
called me. | shared with her
that | had a care giving
ministry and that | planned to
go down the coast but the door
had closed twice on my plan. |
told her that | had no idea why
| was here or where | was
supposed to go after December
15". She then told me about a
lady who went to their church
that was going to have surgery.
All of her family lived up
north and none of them offered
to come down to stay with her
after her surgery. She then
asked me if | would be

interested in doing this. 1 told
her that I'd like to meet this
lady and see if we were
compatible, so she set up a
meeting for Friday. When |
walked into her home and met
her, we felt like we had always
known each other. She shared
with me how she had been
crying out to the Lord and
asking Him to bring her a
caregiver to stay with her after
her surgery. | told her that she
must have been praying with
much power to the Lord that
He would bring me from
lllinois, close the door to my
plan, and bring me to her as
her answer to prayer. She had
her surgery on December™0
| picked her up from the
hospital on the 1. and moved
into her home just four days
before | was due to leave my
friend’s home. Now | knew
why the Lord had moved upon
my friends to offer me their
home and closed the door on
my plan.

| feel like | actually had an
Acts 16 experience. Paul and
his companion went through a
similar experience. They
wanted to go preach in Asia
and then in Bithynia, but the
Spirit wouldn’'t allow them to
go into either place. Then Paul
had the vision about the man
from Macedonia who was
calling out, “Come over to
Macedonia and help us.” They
had the door closed on them
twice and they ended up going
where the man was calling for
help. 1too had the door closed
twice and | ended up going
where the lady was calling for
help. Once | understood what

had happened to me and why it
had happened, | was so excited
to think that the Lord would
choose me to have an Acts 16
experience.

| thought that | was going to
have a traveling care giving,
companionship, and spiritual
encouragement ministry. I
figured that when this lady was
well enough to live alone, that
the Lord would lead me to
another place and another
assignment. This lady lived in
a  mobile home park
community but it wasn't as
elite as the park | had lived in
just prior to our meeting.
After about two weeks of
living in this park, | started to
get a prompting that | was to
buy a mobile home. | fought
this prompting because it
wasn't what | thought | was
supposed to do. After my
almost 20 year detour, | wasn't
going to do anything unless |
knew for sure that it was the
Lord leading me to do it. |
thought it was the devil trying
to deceive me into getting off
the right path again so he could
mess up my Christian walk.
The prompting kept getting
stronger even though | was
casting it down. | was
listening to Christian television
one morning and the Bible
teacher said that if you have a
prompting that just won't go
away, you need to step out in
faith that it is from the Lord
and ask the Lord to direct your
steps. | decided to do this and
after seeking His direction for
two weeks, | ended up buying
a small mobile home in the
same park that this lady lived
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in. I moved into my home on
January 1%, 2002 but
continued to help this lady
until the beginning of April
when she was finally capable
of driving again.

| have to tell you that |
have been so happy living here
in Florida. The Lord has given
me two wonderful families. |
have my church family and my

park family. Between these
two families, | have about
1000 relatives. 1 can't go

anywhere in the area without
running into someone that |
know. The Lord has never had
me do another live in
assignment but | have helped
people out in many different
ways over the past 4 ¥z years
since He brought me to
Florida. | go around my park
and my church just loving
people and speaking words of
encouragement to them. So
many people are lonely or sick
and they need someone who is
willing to take the time to just
talk with them and encourage
them.

Back in January 2003, |
received a call from a lady
who goes to my church. She
knew that | had an
encouragement ministry. She
shared with me about a couple
she knew and the wife just had
a stroke and they were in the
emergency room at the
hospital. This was Saturday
and they were told that
because the hospital was so
full of patients, that they
wouldn’'t be able to have a
room for her until Monday so
she would have to stay in the
emergency room until then.
This lady then told me that the
husband was so discouraged
and he needed someone to go

to the hospital to encourage
him. She said that she would
go but she and her husband
were scheduled to go out of
town so she couldn't go. She
asked me if | would be willing
to go to the hospital and | said
that | would. | asked her what
the man’s name was and when
she told me, | told her that it
sounded familiar to me. | then
asked her some questions
about this couple and after her
answers | told her that | was
sure that | knew them. Back in
the late 1970’s, there was a
couple who came to my church
in lllinois several times and
they would stay a week each
time they came and teach
wonderful Bible Truths. I
knew them quite well but once
| left the church in 1982, I
never saw them again. | didn’t
even know if they were alive.
| drove to the hospital but
before | went in | told the Lord
that if this was the couple that
| thought it was, that they had
been faithful Kingdom
Servants and that they were
not going to stay in the
emergency room until
Monday. | said that they were
going to get a room and |
would pray with them about
this. When | saw the man, |
recognized him immediately. |
said to him, “You are not
going to believe who the Lord

just brought to you to
encourage you. | am Ruth L.
from lllinois.” He just stared

at me but then he remembered
who | was and he was so
happy and very surprised.
Tears started coming out of his
eyes because he was so
touched that the Lord had
brought me there after being
out of touch for over 20 years.

His wife said she also
remembered me. We talked
for just about 20 minutes and
then a nurse walked in and said
they had a room for her. What
a miracle!!! | told him what |
had said before | came into the
hospital and that | was going to
pray with them about a room
opening up for her, but now it
wasn’'t necessary. The Lord
gave them favor and opened
up a room for her. When I
came home, | called the lady
from church on her cell phone
and told her that this couple
was who | thought they were
and how the Lord had opened
up a room for her. This lady
started praising the Lord and
telling her husband what had
happened. | have stayed in
touch with this couple and | go
to their home and visit with
them a couple times a year.
We are still amazed how the
Lord reunited us after all those
years.

The Lord has been so
good to me since | have moved
to Florida. | still have never
had a job since July 17, 2000.
He has provided an income for
me and He supplies everything
| need. | have never lacked for
anything. As a matter of fact,
my little mobile home is
overflowing with His
blessings. | am so free and I'm
so grateful for this freedom. |
have had many adventures
with the Lord and plan to have
many more. He surprises me
in SO many ways.

My husband is still alive
and lives in lllinois. He has
not rededicated his life back to
the Lord so we are unequally
yoked. My  boundary
Scriptures that | am living my
life according to are |



Corinthians 7:10-11, and 39.
The Lord says that | am to
remain unmarried or else be
reconciled back to my

husband. | am also bound to
him until he dies. Actually,

I'm glad that | have these
boundary Scriptures because |
don't want any romantic

interest and | certainly don't

want another husband. | have
dedicated my life to the Lord

and He is my number one
priority. | am very protective

of my relationship to the Lord

and | don’'t allow anyone to

distract me from it.

My younger daughter was
married four years ago and she
has a wonderful husband and a
beautiful home. When | go to
lllinois, | stay with them. My
older daughter still has not
communicated with me, except
for a couple nasty emails, since
March 2002. | do believe that
the Holy Spirit is softening her
heart because she does allow
me to call my grandsons and
she also allows me to see them
when | go up to lllinois. She
has her own issues and
someday she will realize that
her life will never be fulfilling
until she surrenders her life to
the Lordship of Jesus Christ. |
know that someday our
relationship will be reconciled,
but until that happens, | have
to concentrate on what the
Lord is calling me to do and
continue to trust Him to deal
with her. | refuse to let the
enemy distract me and steal
my joy over this broken
relationship. She is my
prodigal daughter and when
she comes to her senses and

decides that she is ready to
have a mom again, I'll be
waiting with open arms to
receive her back into my life.
We trust this letter has
been a blessing and
encouragement to you as you
see how patient and loving our
Heavenly Father really is with

His children.
